There presently exists no person acting as a trustee of the NELLIE’S TRUST.

The UNIVERSITY OF FLORIDA BOARD OF TRUSTEES has consented to the appointment of the CLO ALUMNI FOUNDATION, INC., as successor trustee.


4)
The BOARD OF GOVERNORS OF THE STATE OF FLORIDA has consented to the appointment of the CLO ALUMNI FOUNDATION, INC., as successor trustee.


5)
Counter-Petitioner is the beneficiary of NELLIE’S TRUST, whereby Joseph R. Fulk, now deceased, of Gainesville, Alachua County, Florida, conveyed in trust to the State Board of Education of the Sate of Florida, for the benefit of Cooperative Living Organization, Inc., now known as COLLEGIATE LIVING ORGANIZATION, INC., for the purposes and conditions therein set out, the following described real property:

Lots Four (4), Five (5), Six (6), Seven (7), Eight (8) and Nine (9) of Block Two (2), Orr’s Subdivision of Block Seven (7) of B. W. Brown’s Plot of a part of the City of Gainesville in Alachua County and State of Florida.


6)
The CLO Alumni Foundation, Inc. is duly qualified to serve as successor trustee.


7)
It is in the best interest of the trust that the CLO Alumni Foundation, Inc. be appointed as a successor trustee.


8)
It has otherwise been fully advised in the premises, it is, therefore,


ORDERED AND ADJUDGED:


That the CLO Alumni Foundation, Inc. is hereby appointed Trustee of that certain Trust Deed dated January 14, 1947, and recorded in Deed Book 239, Page 488, of the Public Records of Alachua County, Florida, and shall serve as successor trustee, without bond, and shall act with all the rights and obligations imposed on it as trustee as provided for in said NELLIE’S TRUST, and as provided for by law.
